· Counting up to and back from 20
· Counting in 10s up to 100, 5s up to 50 and 2s up to 20.

4. Rainbow write the words (write the word and trace over in as many colours as possible): all, look, what, its, help. Can you put any in a sentence?
5. Write the sentence Now we can go to the carpark . Pick a phase 3 or 4 phonics game to play on Phonics Play.
