	Mathematics- Numbers to 20

1. Don’t say 20 game. Game for 2 players. Players can count with 1, 2 or 3 numbers. The next player continues to count. The aim is to avoid saying 20.  
2. Adult to use bricks or blocks to create a teen number. What number have I made? Discuss what one more and one less would be. Encourage them to build each number and line them up to check. Can they continue the game past 20? What patterns can they find? 
3. [bookmark: _GoBack]Make deliberate mistakes when counting up to 20. Ask children to listen carefully and stop if they hear something wrong. Write numbers in the wrong order up to 20. Can they rewrite it correctly? Can they carry on past 20?
4. Can you find 20 small objects in the house or garden. How many ways can you arrange them? What do you notice?
5. Race to 20! Draw a number line to 20. Roll a dice and put the corresponding amount of small items (buttons, coins) on the number track to cover the numbers. If you roll 1-5 you can collect the counters, but if you roll 6 you have to go back to the start. 

Each day the children should rehearse their mental oral counting, including;
· Counting up to and back from 20
· Counting in 10s up to 100, 5s up to 50 and 2s up to 20.

3. Pick a phase 3 or 4 phonics game to play on Phonics play. Revise the ure sound. Write the words ure, pure, sure outside with chalk or water. 
4. Paint the tricky words on foil. Can you put any in a sentence?
5. Write the sentence You all look good . Pick a phase 3 or 4 phonics game to play on Phonics Play.
