	Mathematics- Doubles 

1. Explain to your child means twice as many. Watch numberblocks double episode.  https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=ylrjRxLsHAE. Can they draw or make some numberblocks double puppets. 
2. Play doubles with a dice and building blocks or lego. Roll the dice and double the number. Make the corresponding double amount in blocks or lego. 
3.  Sit opposite your child. Set out a quantity of small items such as pebbles. As your child to double it by making the same quantity. You could also hold up fingers and your child matches them to make a double. 
4.  Provide sets of dominoes and ask the children to find doubles. (or use attached sheet)
5. Take turns to roll 2 dice and score a point each time you roll a double. The first to reach 3 points wins the game. 

Each day the children should rehearse their mental oral counting, including;
· Counting up to and back from 20
· Counting in 10s up to 100, 5s up to 50 and 2s up to 20.
