Reading Books
· The reading books are organised into sounds linked to our scheme Sounds Write 
· These sounds match the phonic sounds your children has learnt and are to help them practise their sounds 
· Books from the reading scheme are chosen alongside an adult who will support your child 
· Our free reader books are organised by colour, once your child has finished the Sounds Write books – these can be chosen independently by your child
· [bookmark: _GoBack]These books are for teaching reading.  Children are also encouraged to read for pleasure and can choose these books from the class or school library, or from home





Top tips
· Join the local library
· Find books that match your child’s interest
· Talk to your child 
· Find time when you can read to them
· Encourage your child to reading along with you

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Supporting your child with reading
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Introduction
· Reading is an important life skill.  It enables children to access all areas of the curriculum

· Reading is an important partnership between home and school – we are all working together to support your child and foster a love of reading




Reading at School
· In KS1 children will read regularly with an adult in school

· Reading skills will be matched to phonic ability

· Children may read as a group or as part of a whole class

· Children will develop both their reading skills and comprehension skills.

· Throughout school we will develop skills in: understanding a wider range of vocabulary, Inference – reading between the lines, explaining the text, retrieving information from the text, summarising the text

· We will read a range of texts with the children including both fiction and non-fiction

· We will celebrate the children’s reading

Supporting your child with reading
· Read aloud to your child – they want to imitate you and learn about expression from you
· Children should be encouraged to read aloud – this will support fluency in reading
· Offer your children a variety of books – children do not just have to be reading books from school
· Find the right time and place to read with your child so that the time is valued
· Talk about what you are reading – it is just as important that your child understands what is being read as well as reading the words
· We ask that your child reads at least 5 times a week at home
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
