Tu B'Shevat

Tu B'Shevat is the Jewish New
Year for trees. Jewish law said
that when a tree was planted, no
fruit was to be eaten for the
first three years. The fruit which
grew in the fourth year was to be
given to the Temple as a tithe.Tu
B'Shevat was used as a marker to
know how old the trees were;
almost like a birthday for trees!
