5. Complete your mental maths arithmetic sheet (included in resources). 

Each day the children should rehearse their mental oral counting, including;
· 2, 3, 5 and 10 times tables
· Doubles 
· Odds and evens 
· Quickfire number bonds to 10, 20 and 100.
