	Mathematics- Length and measuring with non standard units 

1. Measuring challenge! Can you find 5 things longer and shorter than a pencil? How do you know they are shorter or longer?
2. How tall are your family in blocks/bricks? Ask members of your family to lay down and see how tall they are using blocks. Make predictions first! Were you close to your prediction? Who is the tallest/shortest?
3. Order 6 objects from shortest to longest. 
4. Can you measure some plants in your garden with a penny? How many pennies tall are the plants? Can you record this?
5. Can you make a long snake and short snake with playdough? Can you make a thin and thick snake? Make the longest snake! How many bricks long is your snake?

Each day the children should rehearse their mental oral counting, including;
· Counting up to and back from 20
· Counting in 10s up to 100, 5s up to 50 and 2s up to 20.

	Expressive arts and design
Draw/collage or paint a picture from Jack and the beanstalk.
Make a character mask (see attached black and white masks)

	
	UTW- History
Make a castle (den) using boxes. Blankets or chairs. This could be inside or outside. What do castles look like? Who lived in castles? Can you act out the Jack and the beanstalk story? You could even use your masks!

	
	UTW: Science

Can you grow your own magic beans? What will the beans need to grow? How will you look after them?
If you cannot find beans, any seeds will be fine. Alternatively children could look after plants you already have in the garden.


	Literacy
Remember to always use the phonic mats in your homework packs when doing a writing task. 
1. Read the story Jack and the beanstalk to your child. What happened in the story? Who are the main chracters? 
2. Recap on the story. Can you draw a storymap of the main events and label the characters? (see attached example)
3. Handwriting- Name and numbers 1,2,3 (see attached number rhymes to support formation)
4. Handwriting- Name and numbers 4,5,6 (see attached number rhymes to support formation)
5. Write about two of the Jack and the beanstalk pictures. (See attached resource)
	UTW: RE

Read The lost sheep story from a bible or use Twinkl powerpoint (see attached powerpoint).
What happened in the story?
What did you learn from the story?
What would you do?

	Phonics (Phase 3 & 4)  
1. Use bowls or buckets and label them with the sounds: air,ure, igh and ur. Say the sound and child needs to throw a scrunched ball of paper into the correct bowl. Write the sentence: Join me in the pool.
2. Make things from playdough that contain the sounds: air, ure, igh and ur. For example, air in hair.
3. Colour the castle words that you know (see attached sheets). Rainbow write a word you do not recognise. Write the word quite big and trace over in as many colours as possible.
4. Play hopscotch with the tricky words and sounds: they, them, then, air, ure, igh and ur. 
5. Write the sentence Having food in a wigwam is fun. Pick a phase 3 or 4 phonics game to play on Phonics Play. 
CHALLENGE sentence:  I can hear twigs snapping in the wind.
Challenge words: were, there, little, one
