	Mathematics- Subtraction

1. Can you adapt and re-enact 10 green bottles by making 1,2 or 3 fall each time. How many are left? You could use bottles that you have in your house or draw 10 bottles.
2. Can you adapt and re-enact 10 current buns by making 1,2 or 3 fall each time. How many are left? You could draw 10 buns. 
3. A game with a member of your family. Line up 10 toys each. Take turns to choose whether you take 1, 2 or 3 toys. The winner is the player who avoids taking the last toy.
4. Can you complete the subtraction from 10 activity. (see attached sheet)
5. [bookmark: _GoBack]Can you complete the addition and subtraction sheets. (see attached sheet)

Each day the children should rehearse their mental oral counting, including;
· Counting up to and back from 20
· Counting in 10s up to 100, 5s up to 50 and 2s up to 20.

	Expressive arts and design
Can you make fruit from the story using playdough or salt dough. Which fruit have you tried? Which fruit is your favourite?

	
	UTW
Talk about the animals in the story and other animals that live in Africa. Encourage children to talk about the animals they recognise, then find out information about animals that are unfamiliar using books or the Internet.


	
	UTW: Science
Provide some large sheets of paper and coloured pencils or crayons, then encourage children to draw a map showing Handa’s village and Akeyo’s village. Use the story to encourage children to draw animals and plants that Handa might see on her journey to  see Akeyo. 



	Literacy
Remember to always use the phonic mats in your homework packs when doing a writing task. 
1. Watch the story Handa’s Surprise to your child. What happened in the story? Who are the main chracters?  https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=XyIV_xYi0as
2. Recap on the story. Talk about the different fruit. What are your favourite foods that you have at home with your family? Write a list
3. Handwriting- Name and numbers 7,8,9 (see attached number rhymes to support formation)
4. Handwriting- Name and numbers 0,2,3 (see attached number rhymes to support formation)
5. Write a letter to Handa explaining what happened to the fruit in her basket.
	UTW: RE

Read  Jesus feeds the 5000 story from a bible or use Twinkl powerpoint (see attached powerpoint).
What happened in the story?
What did you learn from the story?
What would you do?

	Phonics (Phase 3 & 4)  
1. Hide phase 3 sounds around the house and go on a treasure hunt to find them. How many do you recognise? (The sounds were attached in week 2)
2. Play hopscotch outside with the tricky words/sounds: her, now, do when, out, children. Write the sentence: They look good.
3. Play 3 in a row (noughts and crosses) with the tricky words: her, now, do when, out, children
4. Which digraphs or trigraphs are you finding tricky? Pick 4/5 and put each one on top of a cup. Ask a member of your family to hide a small toy under one cup (keep your eyes closed) and see if you can guess where it is. Say the sound when you guess.
5. Write the sentence Look at his hair. Pick a phase 3 or 4 phonics game to play on Phonics Play. 
CHALLENGE sentence: A drip from the tap drops in the sink.
